When writing your nomination, you should clearly outline your objectives for the audiobook 
and include relevant, supporting information which demonstrates achievement of these 
objectives, along with any other achievements or demonstrations of excellence in relation 
to:  

• The overall production process, including recording, editing and sound design  
• Narrator casting and performance Sales Marketing, publicity, and/or any other
